MAHARASHTRA UNAIDED PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF
ADMISSIONS AND FEES) ACT, 2015.

No. Sankirna 1517/C.R.20/7A.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 23 of the
Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and
Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. XXVIII of 2015), the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following
rules to amend the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of
Admissions to the Full Time Professional Degree Technical Courses) Rules, 2018, as follows
namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of Admissions to the Full Time Professional Degree Technical Courses) (First
Amendment) Rules, 2019.

2. In rule 8 of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation
of Admissions to the Full Time Professional Degree Technical Courses) Rules, 2018 (hereinafter
referred as “the principal Rules”), in sub-rule (3), for the portion beginning with the words
“Assignment of Merit "and ending with the words “of MCAER Pune”, the following shall be substituted,
namely :—

“Assignment of Merit Number for Admission in Various Colleges.—The candidates having a
minimum age of 16 years up to the last date of submission of admission form and the candidates
securing minimum 50% marks for open category and 40% marks for reserved candidates (SC/ ST /VJ

Backward Class) and physically handicapped candidates in [12th std (Science) /equivalent

examination]. The merit number of such candidates for various courses shall be decided by
percentage/percentile obtained in CET (MH-CET/ JEE/ NEET/ AIEEA-UG) of concerned academic

year and weightages as per schedule — II.

3. In rule 10 of the Principal Rules, after the words and figures “Appendix | and Appendix
II”, the following shall be added, namely :—
